FPC Minutes – July 6, 2010

1) Institutional Committee: Follow up and next steps

Excellent workshop at Health Summit with 50 people in attendance from farms, institutions, local organizations and individuals. Great connections, sharing of information and a solid start to brainstorming issues and solutions. Additional people emailed Kathy to be on the subcommittee. The subcommittee will reconvene in August. Documents from the workshop will soon be up on the website. 
2) Access Committee: Update on current projects 

1. EBT at farmer’s market: Application submitted. Hopefully, it’ll be operational in a month!

2. Food pantry brochure: Almost done. We are waiting on exact info on EBT start date and WIC eligibility before printing. Through hard copies and email, we’ll distribute to all organizations in the brochure, case workers, churches, SCCAP programs etc.

3. Food gap graphing for education: All info has now been received to be able to graph the gap. The hope is to make a simple and short slide show of a family scenario to illustrate the gap.

4. WIC Farmer’s Market Nutrition Program kickoff: Happened at the beginning of June and was a great success. Mini Farmer’s market and education activities were included. About 140 families came and over 200 sets of coupons were distributed. 
5. Adams County started as the pilot program for WIC coupons beginning accepted at Farm stands. 

6. Access Committee will need to meet soon. Currently, work is being done my email. Kim, Megan and Vickie are on the committee currently – Anyone else interested?
7. Upcoming project: figuring out how to better quality food in the Bag the Bounty drive.

8. Wellspan, Chef Shelley Hunt and the Adams County Farmer’s Market Association held a successful cooking demo at the Saturday Farmer’s Market. 
9. Wellspan Gettysburg Hospital will open a new Wednesday farmer’s market for employees, opening another venue for local growers. It will start on July 14 in the Valley Parking Lot from 2-5pm and go through October, giving various growers the opportunity to sell.

3) Grant Committee: 
1. The Grant committee met. While the initial idea was to develop a community kitchen, a better system for storage and distribution was identified as the biggest need. 

2. On July 20 at 3pm, Grant Committee members will attend a webinar in order to apply for the USDA Hunger-free Communities Grant. Kim will set up a webinar place and email grant committee members. 

4) Preparation for food insecurity during possible budget impasse by Adams County Community Foundation:
