2. 3900 calories per person per day now available, as compared to 3200 calories available in the 1980s

2. Complex.  Perhaps not a good fit at this moment.

1. Family operated.  Priorities in nutrition education and research and pregnant women (pre and post-partum)
2. Seems like we’re eligible
3. Deadline is December 31, grants announced in June.
4. Funded $3,000 – 10,000 at community level.  Bigger amounts were university research $50,000
5. Online application looks pretty easy.

· Land o’ Lakes (Audrey/Jim)
1. One way is to have a farmer in our area to initiate a grant application
2. Dollars for Doers – if volunteer 16 hours for a year, org gets $100  -- more hours, more $$, up to $500
3. Always accepting apps up to $5000
4. For more $$, accept applications 4 times a year for board review
5. Alleviate hunger, enhance education, and address community concerns.  Especially fund programs for youth, but have done other things as well.
